RDP Stable Rules and Pricing
1. Use your head – be safe.  Respect others and their property
2. If you have any issues with the barn staff or other boarders, please email them to rdplakechapala@hotmail.com so they can be discussed
3. If you want any adjustments made to your horse’s feeding – put a note on the white board in the office, or email rdplakechapala@hotmail.com
4. If you want your horse groomed and tacked up for you, please ask the barn help
5. Tack and tools may be left outside your stall while you are prepping to ride, or are riding.  Otherwise, please keep them in your assigned area in the tack room.  
6. Do not leave a tied horse un-attended
7. Make sure any gates/latches you handle are secure
8. You need to provide a good halter and lead rope for your horse; it will hang outside his stall except when it’s in use.  If either of those breaks – the barn staff will switch to your backup lead/halter if you’ve provided one, else RDP will provide a loaner until you get a replacement.
9. If you are leaving town for a while, please let the barn staff know and leave some contact information in case any issues arise
10. No riding in the pastures; no turnout when raining or pastures are muddy
11. Do not help yourself to any hay, feed or bedding for any reason; the barn staff handles those provisions.  If you are traveling and need any of these – let the barn staff know.
12. The wash area/stocks are for horse washing and veterinary activities only.  Keep wash area clean – no grooming, hoof picking, clipping or mane pulling in wash area.
13. Please let the barn staff know of any repairs needed to facilities or pasture.
14. Boarders’ dogs should be leashed or kept in your car when on RDP premises.
15. No feeding treats to other people’s horses unless the owners have given their permission.  
16. If riding out alone – it’s a good idea to post the date/time you left and a general idea about where you’re going on the bulletin board in the office – and erase it once you’ve returned.
17. If your horse is injured while riding post a dated note to the whiteboard and let the barn staff know so they can administer first aid.
18. Keep your contact information up to date in the stable manager’s files.
19. Drivers should drive slowly on interior roads (20 MPH or less) and park only in designated areas.  If the parking lot is full then park on the edge of the road, outside the gates.
20. Do not give or loan your gate clicker to anyone.  Do not allow strangers inside the gates at RDP.  If someone wants access – direct them to ring the office.
21. No one except the RDP staff may handle another boarder’s horse without direct permission from the owner.
22. Worming every 4 months is required and included in your boarding fee;  wormers will be administered by the RDP staff.
23. Assignments of stalls and turnout areas/times/companions  will be determined solely by the RDP staff, in the best interests of all concerned
24. Friends are welcome – if they are with you – unaccompanied friends are not welcome.
25. Outside trainers, farriers, vets, etc. are welcome but please let the barn staff know who they are, when you’re expecting them, and their contact information.  
26. If you are expecting a vet or farrier and can’t be there, let the barn staff know so they can arrange for someone to hold your horse.
27. We want everyone to enjoy the Rancho!  If either you or your horse are having fights with others – we may have to ask you to move on to another boarding stable.
Services and Prices
Basic Service:  Full service stall board with adjoining paddock; daily cleanouts;  twice-daily hay and feed (or pellets if you choose, and if they are locally available); clean water always; salt blocks in pastures; turnout times and dates dependent on local conditions ---    4000 pesos per month, with a 100 peso discount for prompt payment.  Includes secure tack room with a 3.5' x 7' space for each stall, boarders lounge and toilet, individual cross tie area under the roofed arcade outside each stall.
Security – RDP is a walled and fenced “gated community”;  the owners live on site and conduct daily stable rounds.  Tell the barn staff if you’ll be out of town and we’ll keep an eye on your horse’s condition for you.
Daily feed includes up to a half bale/day of grass or alfalfa hay; plus up to a full scoop of feed / pellets twice a day.  Additional feed/supplements to be supplied by the owner as desired.
Additional Services 
Washing a horse  --   15 pesos ; Sheath Cleaning  --  15 pesos
Exercising your horse: Riding for 20 minutes or Lunging for 30 minutes  --   50 pesos
Tack cleaning –one set of:   English  --   15 pesos  //   Western  --   20 pesos
Guide for trail ride – 35 pesos/hour
Holding for vet or farrier, or for mounting when riding – included in your boarding fees
Tri-annual worming, Emergency first aid – included in your boarding fees
Assigned tack storage, Boarders Lounge, and On-site day parking  – included in your boarding fees 
Trailer parking – one or two small horse trailers can be parked at RDP for an additional facilities charge of 250 pesos/month
[bookmark: _GoBack]Trailering – local -  200 pesos for pickup plus  5 pesos/ mile; horses’ owner is responsible for getting the paperwork (“guia”) for a travel permit.  Additional charge if it takes more than 30 minutes to load your horse.
